Unit Lesson:
 Implementing Research Techniques to access educational online resources

PREINSTRUCITONAL ACTIVITIES:

Motivation:
The instructor, Marjorie Rickard, will welcome the student’s t0 the media center and introduce them to the lesson.  The students will be informed that they have specifically been selected to participate in a newly designed lesson on conducting research n the internet.  With their help and input the lesson designers will be better prepared to meet the technology needs of other 6th grade student’s needing to access educational online resources.  A survey to assess the computer knowledge abilities of the learners will be administered as an informal pretest.  

Objectives: 

The objective of this lesson is for the targeted learners to develop the skills necessary to implement research techniques to access educational online resources to gather information and communicate new knowledge.  
Entry Behavior:

All students have completed an entry level technology survey (appendix A) to assess their present level of computer knowledge.  They will be heterogeneous in their groupings for both instruction and follow up evaluations and discussions.  All learners will participate in the designed lesson regardless of their entry level skill as indicated on the student use of technology survey (appendix A). It is the determination of the instructor that these students with prior computer research knowledge will be able to assist peers with less computer knowledge.  
Lessons:
The unit consists of 3 individual lessons on conducting research on the internet:
1.  Title: Locate and explore different search engines 
Objective: The learners will demonstrate the ability to locate major search engines and directories.  

2.  Title: Identify and distinguish between category browsers and key word searches

Objective: The learners will demonstrate the ability to identify and utilize category browsers and key word searches.  

3.  Title: Access Search engines and indexes that are specifically designed for        education.

Objectives: The learner will demonstrate the ability t6o access a specific search engine and identify a given topic for research
